
 

Adding calREDD™ as a Trusted Site (Internet Explore r) 
 
If you use Internet Explorer and have set the security level to High, so that you do not access websites that might damage 
your computer, you may be unable to access a specific website that you trust. And, in some instances, this has even 
interfered with the ability to print documents. Adding a website as a Trusted Site will enable you to access the site, and 
may resolve some print issues.  
 
To add calREDD™ as a Trusted Site 
 

1. Launch Internet Explorer and click on 
Tools  to display the menu, and then 
click on Internet Options. 

 
2. In the Internet Options dialogue box, 

click on the Security  tab. 
 

3. Next, click on Trusted Sites. 
 

4. Click on Sites. 
 

5. In the Trusted sites dialogue box, type 
*calreddmls.com  in the “Add this 
website to the zone:”  field, and then 
click on Add and it will be to the 
Websites: box. Be sure to uncheck the 
box in front of – “Require server 
verification (https:) for all sites in 
this zone” and then click on Close. 

 
6. On the Internet Options window, click
