
 

 

Mapping Your “Farm” Area  
 

If you have a specific area that you “farm” you can map the area on calREDD�  and save it as a Saved Search . Once 
you’ve done this, you can always bring up the Saved Search of your farm area, enter in specific criteria and run a search 
without having to re-draw the map. 
 
 Open up a New Search  and select the 

Property Type  in which you wish to 
create a Saved Search. In this example, 
Cross-Type  was selected (Fig 1).    

 While in the Search screen, click on the 
Open Map tab (Fig. 2).  The map will 
open and you can use the scroll bar 
below the map to view the full map 
window and the mapping tools above the 
map (Fig. 3).   

To zoom in on the map, place the cursor anywhere on the map and double 
click the left mouse button. You can also zoom in or zoom out on the map by 
using the slider bar or the up and down arrows at the ends of the slider bar 
(Fig. 5).  
 
You can also move the map around by placing the cursor on the map, holding 
the left mouse button down allows you to “grab” the map and move it in any 
direction you wish. You can also use the “North,” “South,” “East” and “West” 
arrows to move the map in the direction you desire (Fig. 6).  
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 Using the polygon  tool allows you to 
draw a custom shape, selecting specific 
streets you wish to include in your farm 
area. To draw a custom shape, click on 
Draw Polygon , place the cursor on a 
location on the map as your starting 
point, click on the left mouse button and 
release and you will now see a green 
dot (Fig. 6).  Move the cursor to another 
point on the map, click on the left mouse 
button and you will see an orange line 
from the green dot to this next point (Fig. 
7). Continue moving the cursor and 
clicking the mouse button until you’ve 
achieved the desired shape. To close the 
shape, click on the green dot and the 
shape will become highlighted in orange 
(Fig. 8).  This area is now the area that 
will be searched.  
 
You can also use the Draw Box  tool to 
draw a rectangle or box, or the Draw 
Radius  tool to draw a circle that includes 
the mileage. But for custom shapes, 
you’ll need to use the Draw Polygon  
tool.   
 

 After you’ve completed drawing your 
farm area, click on Save Search  (Fig. 9),  
do not Save as Template (Save as 
Template will not save the area that 
you’ve drawn on the map). Give your 
search a name, and then click on Save 
(Fig. 10).  You can access this search by 
opening a New Search screen, selecting 
Cross-Type and then clicking on Load 
Search. The Saved Search will also 
appear in the Saved Search widget  on 
the homepage dashboard (Fig. 11).   
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
