
 

Shrink Your Toolbar 
 
Over time, many users find the toolbar on their computers have increased in size, gradually shrinking the size of their 
work/viewing space. This is particularly noticeable when online, as many companies will try to add their toolbar onto your 
computer whenever you install software, download, purchase, or innocently sign up for something online. Below are some 
tips on how to take back control of your toolbar. 
 
F11 Key  
On most PCs, the F11 key at the 
top of your keyboard, acts as a 
toggle switch. Click on F11 to hide 
the toolbar (as shown on the top 
right), click on F11 again to bring 
back the toolbar (as shown on 
bottom left). 

 

Turn-Off or Disable Toolbars 
The toolbar to the right takes up 
over 2 inches of space. Right click 
on any blank area of the toolbar to 
display the list of installed toolbars. 
Click on each toolbar that is check 
marked to “turn-off” or “disable” the 
tool. The toolbar shown on the 
bottom left had the My Favorites 
Bar and Menu Bar “turned off,” and 
the Google Toolbar “disabled,” and 
now takes up only about an inch of 
space. To bring these toolbars 
back, right click on any blank area 
of the toolbar to display the list of 
installed toolbars, and click on the 
desired toolbar, to check mark it 
and bring it back into view.
